Chamblee volleyball heads for new heights

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Chamblee's Nikki Hawkins is the area's top outside hitter. 
The dream season for the fourth ranked Chamblee volleyball team reached a new high last Wednesday, as the Lady Bulldogs defeated region powers Marist (25-17, 252-15) and St. Pius (25-21, 26-24).

The victories improved Chamblee's region record to 6-0 this season (28-5 overall), and place the team alone atop the region 6-AAAA standings. 

"It was huge, very exciting," said head coach Brooke Kline when asked about defeating both Marist and St. Pius in the same evening.

"We've always looked up to both of those programs, and it was just an incredible feeling that they came in there and just played fantastic matches."

Kline credits the team's success this season to the leadership of a group of talented seniors that have come up through the program: Nikki Hawkins, Jasmine Ruiz, Beth Pembleton, Amber Davis and Morgan Collins. Each player ranks individually in the top 20 countywide for at least one major statistical category.

Hawkins, who will play at the University of Georgia next year, leads DeKalb County in aces (101, 4.81 per match) and kills (137, 6.52 per match) and is seventh in the county in both assists (94, 4.48 per match) and digs (106, 5.05 per match). 

In addition, Pembleton is fifth in assists (152, 7.24 per match), Collins is ninth in kills, and Ruiz is tenth in blocks (22.5, 1.07 per match).

"It's really been a strong team effort," said Kline. "Obviously there are some great individuals on the team, but what is doing it for us right now is team play. They all rose to the occasion [against Marist and St. Pius]."
